Glossary of Terms

Award

An obligation or commitment made by an external sponsor, usually in the form of funding. An award may be in the form of a
grant (a “financial assistance award”), contract (a “procurement award”), cooperative agreement or letter.

Direct Costs

Costs that can be identified specifically with a particular sponsored project and can be directly assigned to the project with a
high degree of accuracy.

Expenditures

The actual commitment of award funds by the University to pay for costs incurred under a sponsored project.

Facilities and
Administrative
Costs (F&A)

Also referred to as “indirect costs” or “overhead.” F&A costs are real expenses incurred by the University in support of
sponsored projects, but which cannot be charged directly to a specific grant, contract or other sponsored agreement by
federal regulation. F&A costs stem from the institutional need to maintain a shared infrastructure that supports the research
and scholarly activities of all investigators.

Facilities and
Administrative
Costs (F&A) Rate

As of June 1,2011, LMU’s F&A rate is 38% of Modified Total Direct Costs and the fringe benefit rate is 26.8% of salaries and
wages. The University’s cognizant agency, the Department of Health and Human Services, determines the rate the University
is allowed to charge federally sponsored projects for F&A costs.

Sponsored
Project

A sponsored project is any externally funded research, scholarly, creative activity or other project that has a defined scope of
work or set of objectives which provides a basis for sponsor expectations. Common features of a sponsored project include:

* Sponsor requires specific deliverables (e.g., final technical report, evaluation, technical assistance, training).

* Award designates a sponsor employee (agent) as project technical monitor, as opposed to designating a contact person

to improve communications.

* Award contains intellectual property rights provisions.

* Award restricts or monitors publications or use of results.

* Award payments are contingent upon programmatic or fiscal reporting (e.g., milestones, invoices).

* Award includes terms and conditions imposed by the project sponsor.

* Award contains an itemized budget, which requires sponsor approval to modify.

* Request for funding requires cost sharing or other financial commitment from the University.
Sponsored projects are often distinguished from gifts which are voluntary donations that are given irrevocably for the benefit
of the University.

In addition to the preparation of proposals for external funding, the
Office for Research and Sponsored Projects undertakes a range of other
activities that indirectly support the university’s research and
sponsored project capacities, including:

* Negotiating industry contracts, Non-Disclosure Agreements,
Material Transfer Agreements, Memoranda of Understanding,
and other agreements with private industry and other entities;

* Hosting speakers from funding agencies;

* Providing training events on grant writing, budgeting and other
aspects of sponsored projects;

* Visiting classes to discuss grant writing and research;

* Furthering research compliance through assistance with IACUC,
and maintaining award-related Conflict of Interest procedures;

* Advising on policy development to better support LMU faculty
and staff efforts to secure external funding.

Ours is a professionally active office as well. Staff members regularly
offer panel presentations at professional conferences, and we have
conducted research of our own which has resulted in publications
within our own field.
