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Call for Proposals

Tenth Annual Bellarmine Forum

Fall  2010
LMU Centennial

This is a call for proposals for the Tenth Annual Bellarmine Forum scheduled for Fall, 2010.  Each year, the Bellarmine Forum addresses a topic of international importance and urgency, with particular attention to ethical issues and matters of personal responsibility. For Fall 2010, the Academic Affairs Division has requested that the Bellarmine Forum be oriented around the University’s Centennial Celebration.  The Forum represents 4-5 days of intense discussion, reflection, and action planning around a significant social justice issue. Invited scholars, guests, and resources from around the world are a prominent part of each Forum.  Our hope is that the topics and speakers will be so compelling that faculty, staff, and students will develop a “community discussion” that continues outside the various sessions and provoke thought and reflection throughout the week.  In light of the LMU Centennial, preference will be given to proposals that include reflection and discussion on the University itself (i.e., its history, role, impact, future, etc.). 
The support for the Forum includes:

· $40,000  Forum Expenses (excluding coordinator stipend)
· $6,000 Coordinator stipend (or $3000 co-coordinator stipends)  
· Two-thirds to be distributed in summer 2009 (planning stipend)
· One third to be distributed in summer 2010 (implementation stipend)
· One Course Remission per coordinator (Either Spring 2009 or Fall 2009) 
· Technical Assistance and Administrative Support from the Dean’s Office  
· Student Assistant

Expectations:

· Develop 2-3 events over a 4- to 5- day period for the Bellarmine Forum program. 

· Work closely with Dean’s Office with respect to the Bellarmine Forum promotion, fundraising, budget, program design, and website development.
· Foster creative collaborations with Student Affairs as well as within and across Colleges/Schools in the Academic Division.

· Forum will include two specific events: (a) an opening liturgy (Sunday evening mass preceding the Forum week) in collaboration with Campus Ministry (John Flaherty) and (b) “Artists Speak” an annual event that enables students to respond  to the Forum through their own creative works in collaboration with the College of Communication and Fine Arts (Judith Royer and Judy Scalin).
Application Process:

Applicants should submit a proposal of no more than 3 pages outlining the proposed topic, its significance, and a general plan of action.  The plan of action should include ideas for creative collaborations with (a) Student Affairs, and (b) within and across colleges/schools in the Academic Division.  Potential applicants are encouraged to discuss their ideas with the Dean, their department chair, and colleagues before submitting their proposal.

Since a course release is granted to the coordinator(s), applicants must seek approval from their department chair to submit an application.

Applications are due May 30, 2008.
