TEACHING

Courses taught include:


HONS 130 – Society and its Discontents (Spring 2007, 2009)

What is “society,” and what should it be?  That question, in different forms, lies at the heart of many of the central works of Western political philosophy.  In this course we focus on five such texts:  Thomas More’s Utopia, John Locke’s Second Treatise of Government, the social and political writings of Jean-Jacques Rousseau and Karl Marx, and Hannah Arendt’s The Human Condition.  The course particularly focuses on questions that lie at the intersection of politics, economics, and ethics, inquiring into the inter-relations of three important questions:  “How should we divide labor?”, “How should we govern ourselves?”, and “How should we live?”

POLS 220 – Introduction to Political Theory (Fall 2006-present)
This is a discussion-oriented, writing intensive course designed to introduce students to the major concepts and issues of political theory.  We approach these issues under four broad topical divisions:  governance (the state, social contract, power, liberty); democracy (democratic principles, citizenship, representation, rights, toleration); justice (equality, property, distributive justice, international and intergenerational justice); and identity/difference (gender, tradition, recognition, nationalism, and violence)  


POLS 324 – Marx and Marxism (Fall 2010)

This course examines the Marxist contribution to socio-political thought from Marx to the current era.  (Substituted to teach this course mid-semester due to a colleague’s health emergency).

POLS 325 – Classical and Christian Political Theory (Fall 2007)

This course surveys the Western tradition of political thinking from antiquity to the Renaissance.  Major attention is devoted to Plato and Aristotle; other theorists considered include figures from ancient Greece and Rome (Thucydides, Socrates, Livy, Sallust, Tacitus, Cicero, Seneca); the early Christian medieval period (Augustine, Aquinas, John of Paris, Giles of Rome, Dante, Marsilius of Padua); and the Renaissance (Leonardo Bruni, Machiavelli, Thomas More).

POLS 326 – Modern Political Theory (Fall 2008)

This course surveys the Western tradition of political thinking from the Protestant Reformation to the nineteenth century  Major attention will be devoted to the political philosophies of Thomas Hobbes, John Locke, Jean-Jacques Rousseau, John Stuart Mill, and Karl Marx; other theorists considered will include figures from the Reformation and later Renaissance (Luther, Bodin, Montaigne, Grotius); the early Enlightenment (Montesquieu, Hume, Mandeville) and later Enlightenment (Adam Smith, Bentham, Burke, Paine, Wollstonecraft, and Kant); and the nineteenth century (Hegel, Constant, Tocqueville).

POLS 392 – The Ethics of War (Fall 2006)
This course considers the distinctive moral questions associated with war, focusing on ethical problems arising in recent international politics and military affairs. Recent political commentators have regularly claimed that the classical doctrines of just war theory can no longer be straightforwardly applied to the current world situation; in this course we ask whether there truly is something new in the early twenty-first century that makes traditional just war theory no longer applicable. Beginning with just war theory’s foundations in political theory and philosophical ethics, we then turn to explore the core problems treated by the theory – the issues of ius ad bellum (causes of war) and ius in bello (means of war) – paying particular attention to issues of contemporary relevance (including preemptive war, humanitarian intervention, strategic bombing, “WMD”, and torture).   We approach these problems employing both theoretical arguments and historical case studies.  Finally we consider two related concepts with special relevance to the moral evaluation of war:  first, emergency ethics, and second, responsibility (collective, hierarchical, and personal). 

POLS 420 – Ethics, Politics, and Policy (Fall 2007)
This course brings philosophical ethics and normative political theory into dialogue with the distinctive practical problems associated with contemporary American politics and policy.  Topics considered include deception and manipulation; obedience and disobedience to authority; the ethics of roles; the ethics of policy analysis; distributive justice and equality; and conflicts between liberty with rival values such as life and public morality. We employ a combination of theoretical readings and case studies in exploring these topics.

POLS 423 – Political Rhetoric (Spring 2009)

This is a course in the theory and practice of political rhetoric.  The first half of the course is devoted to considering the classical theory of rhetoric as it applies to contemporary political communication.  The second half of the course is devoted to studying great speeches in American history, approaching them from the perspective of explaining each speech as a form of political action, and to workshops aimed at drafting, critiquing, and revising a full-length speech for a contemporary political figure.  
POLS 492 – Punishment and Mercy (also THST 398) (Fall 2008, 2009)

This course explores the many theoretical and practical difficulties which arise in attempting to reconcile an effective and just system of social punishment with the virtue of mercy. The relationship between mercy and punishment is frequently viewed as mutually exclusive or contradictory. Can a system forego punishment (through mercy) for some and still have equality? Can a system punish offenders and still uphold the dignity of the individual? How does one mediate between impunity and vengeance? Utilizing the lenses of classical thinkers within political theory and philosophy (Seneca, Bentham, Kant, Foucault), and theology (Scripture, Augustine, Aquinas, Luther, United States Catholic Bishops) as well as engaging contemporary case-studies, this course analyzes this relationship in terms of competing strategies of punishment, moral rules and boundaries, moral and pre-moral goods, and theological visions of forgiveness and mercy. 

POLS 497 – Politics and Film (Summer 2008)
This course asks what American political films (mainly) from the 1970s to the 2000s have to tell us about the characteristics and challenges of contemporary American politics.  We view eight films together: Mr. Smith Goes to Washington, The Candidate, Network, Bob Roberts, Wag the Dog, Election, The Contender, and Frost/Nixon.  As we go, we connect these cinematic stories with readings in contemporary political and cultural theory, and investigate what insight they collectively offer about our current public predicaments.
POLS 592 – Senior Seminar: Political Manipulation (Spring 2007)
What are the different ways in which some people manipulate others in political life? Which of these ways are consistent with moral principles and democratic values, and which cannot be reconciled with them?  Employing a combination of theoretical readings and case studies, this course explores the ethical dimensions of three common modes of political manipulation:  deceptive; rhetorical and emotional; and strategic manipulation.
POLS 592 – Senior Seminar: Political Rhetoric (Spring 2008)

This is a course in the theory and practice of political rhetoric.  The first half of the course is devoted to considering the classical theory of rhetoric as it applies to contemporary political communication.  The second half of the course is devoted to studying great speeches in American history, approaching them from the perspective of explaining each speech as a form of political action, and to workshops aimed at drafting, critiquing, and revising a full-length speech for a contemporary political figure
POLS 592 – Senior Seminar: Shakespeare’s Political Thought (Spring 2010)

This seminar will explore the issues of political theory engaged with in the plays of William Shakespeare.  We will focus on five plays: Richard II, Henry V, Measure for Measure, Julius Caesar, and Coriolanus.  Students will write a major research paper on one of those plays or another play of their choice.
